RIDGE KIT INSTALLATION GUIDE

STEP 1

Install the underlay and battens

as normal, leaving the underlay
5-30MM short of the ridge on both
sides. Do not fix the top tiling batten
at this stage.

STEP 3
Install the top tiling batten as normal,
leaving a TOMM air gap.

STEP 5

Roll out the ridge roll centrally across
the entire length of the ridge batten,
using the coloured spine of the roll
as a guide over the ridge batten.
Secure the roll by nailing or stapling
through the white spine. All joints in
the ridge roll must be overlapped by
100MM. Leave a 75MM long strip of
the roll at each end of the ridge.

STEP 7

Insert one centre ratchet clip and two
outer ratchet clips loosely into the
middle and side slots respectively on
the union. Lay the ridge tile on the
ridge roll starting at the gable end
or hip abutment, and slide the union
into the open end. Slide the next
ridge file into the open end of the
ridge union and fix the centre ratchet
clip with the screws provided. Then
press the outer ratchet clips down to
secure. Any protruding end of the
union can be snapped off or folded
behind the union.

DRY FIX RIDGE KITS

STEP 2

Build up the ridge batten using
25MM thick battens to the required
height, usually two battens are
sufficient foremost profile tiles.
Secure the battens in place using the
stainless steel batten straps provided.
If installing our Dry Fix Verge System,
the ridge batten must extend beyond
the ridge by 30MM at each gable

end.

STEP 4

Lay and fix tiles as normal.

STEP 6

Remove the release paper from the
butyl adhesive strip on the underside
of each edge of the ridge roll, and
firmly press onto the clean dry tile
on both sides (avoid crushing the
corrugations). Continue this process
along the entire ridge line. Adhere
the roll to the vertical surface of the
dry verge unit at the gable end and
at the hip abutment, overlap the roll
across the hip rolls by 75-100MM,
carefully sealing the butyl adhesive
in place.

STEP 8

Continue this process along the
ridge to the end. Secure the ridge
end tile through the pre-drilled holes
provided or drill a hole through
when using reclaimed file.

STEP 1

Screw hip battens supports along the
hip, in between the batten spaces.
They need to be fixed at the eaves
and apex, then spaced intermediately
between the batten spaces.

STEP 3
Secure the cut tiles using the large
and small fixing clips provided:

Large hip fixing clips fi Nail to the
batten through the hole, then slide
the cut tile into the base of the clip.

Small hip fixing clips fi Clip to the
top end of the cut tile, attaching it to
the adjoining tile at the interlock.

STEP 5
Lay the hip trays centrally over the
hip roll, overlapping the next tray
approximately 75MM and secure
with nails.

STEP 7

Cut the tiles to form a neat mitre
junction at the ridge hip junction.
Drill a hole near the mitre and
mechanically fix each tile with a
screw to the batten.

STEP 2

Screw a hip batten on top of the hip
batten supports. Lay tiles, cutting
them neatly along the line of the
hip batten, making sure no cut tile
is more than 30MM from the hip
batten

STEP 4

Starting at the eaves, lay the ridge
roll over the batten and secure using
the nails provided. Remove the
release paper and apply the ridge
roll up to the apex and on to the
ridge batten (ensure you adhere the
butyl strip to the tile profile, but do
not crush the corrugation). Ensure
the roll on the ridge is lapped over
the roll on both hips.

STEP 6

Lay a block-end hip tile on the roll,
starting at the eaves, mechanically
fixing it with a screw and washer.
Slide the union into the open end
of the tile and slide the next hip
tile into the open end of the union.
Secure the centre clip in place with
the screw and push the outer ratchet
clips securely until they lock the tile
into place.

VERGE SYSTEMS INSTALLATION GUIDE

STEP 1

Install the tiling battens with a
30-50MM over-hang, over the brick
or barge board. Remove existing
mortar bedding in refurbishment
projects and install new filing batten
to the underside of the existing tiling
batten.

STEP 3

Snap the starter piece off the
blanking plate. Starting at the
bottom edge of the roof, insert the
starter piece into the front end of the
verge unit, and mark out the starter
piece position on the fascia and
barge board. Remove the unit, then
mechanically fix the starter piece into
position through the grid.

STEP 5

Slide the next verge unit into the
upper edge of the first unit, press
firmly to the ftile, fitting it under the
head laps to ensure the unit is firmly
held in place and then nail the unit
through the top grid into the batten.

STEP 7

Once you reach the ridge, insert a
Ridge Cap, ensuring that the flexible
flaps on the Ridge Cap contour
around the outside of the Verge Unit.
Screw the Ridge Cap to the ridge
batten.

DRY FIX VERGE SYSTEMS

STEP 2

Lay tiles set flush with the battens.
Then slide the batten end clips (not
included) onto the overhanging
batten ends and nail in place.

STEP 4

Slide the first verge unit over the tile
at the eaves, and into the starter

kit, fitting it under the head laps to
ensure the unit is firmly held in place.
Screw fix the unit through the top
grid into the batten end clip and into
the batten.

STEP 6

Continue the process up along the
barge board until you reach the
ridge. If required, insert the blanking
plate over the final verge nail grid to
prevent water ingress and to finish off
aesthetically.

WARM ROOF

The junction of a roof surface with a wall, or any other structural feature, which arises above it.

The board that is used on the gable end of a house.

Treated horizontal strips of timber that are used to provide the fixing point for roofing materials such as tiles/slates.

A gutter formed in lead at the back of a chimney, or any other structure, which penetrates the roof to disperse water onto tiles/slates.
A roof that has insulation laid horizontally at ceiling level and a void between the insulation and its outer roof structure and covering.
A horizontal row of tiles or slates.

Framed window unit, which projects through the sloping plane of a roof.

Pipe which takes water away from guttering to drains.

The horizontal underside of the roof, specifically the part of the roof that is attached to and juts out from the house. Eaves refer to the
combination of a soffit and fascia.

Fascia is the long, straight board that runs along the lower edge of the roof. The fascia board also carries the guttering.
Breather membrane untearable bituminous or PVC sheet material, supplied in rolls and laid over rafters.

Strip of lead, used at abutments, to stop water penetration, The ‘Code’ of lead means the thickness.

A roof with a pitch of 10 degrees or less. A flat roof house is a house where the roof is level rather than pitched.

The triangular portion of the roof with sloping sides that come together at the ridge.

The length of tile/slate exposed after it has been installed. It equals the distance between the top of one batten and the top of the next.
The trough that channels water from the eaves to the down pipes.

The amount by which a tile/slate overlaps the course below it.

The hip is the external angle at which adjacent sloping sides of a roof meet.

A metal hook, which is secured to the roof structure to support the hip tiles and stop them from slipping

Sand and cement mix consisting of 3 parts sand to 1 part cement.

Low protective wall that extends above the roofline for support.

Pitch means the angle of the roof. The pitch dictates which products you can apply to the roof.

Main structural roof support timber: usually situated half way up the roof span: to which rafters are nailed.

A structural component that is used as part of a roof construction. Typically made from timber, they run from the ridge or hip to the
external wall.

A diagonal cut across courses of tiles/slates.

The roof ridge is the horizontal line running the length of the roof.

A piece of impervious flexible sheet material (usually lead) dressed to shape, fitted to provide weather protection.

A gutter formed at an abutment and effectively hidden from sight.

Roof slates are pieces of slate which cover roofs.

A small piece of sheet (usually lead), shaped and inserted between the roof covering and the sub-structure (see felt).
The soffit board is tucked away under the fascia board and can be ventilated to allow the flow of air into the roof area.

Pieces of tile which cover roofs that come in varying types sizes and colours.

Torch-on roofing, or torch-down roofing as it is also known, is a flat roof covering solution that involves three layers of modified
bitumen (felt) melt-welded onto the roof surface and each other with the use of a blowtorch to create an impenetrable, waterproof seal.

Title or fibre cement strip, fixed at the verge beneath the battens, onto which the verge tiles/slates are bedded.
A layer of material acting as a barrier between the roof covering and the sub-structure (see felt).

The junction of two inclined roof surfaces at an internal angle to provide water run-off; channel to allow roof slopes at different pitches
to join together and discharge water into gutters.

A visible gutter running down the valley.
The edge of a roof which runs from eaves to ridge at a gable.

A warm roof is a type of roof construction which has an insulation layer above the rafters, and immediately below its weatherproof
membrane. A warm roof construction has many benefits over a traditional ‘cold roof’, essentially it is a ‘breathable roof construction’,
which allows moisture to escape which in turn prevents damp and any associated decay problems. A warm roof construction allows
heat to be conserved within a property — without the need for a ventilation system.
